PTDI’s Board, Executive Committee, and Certification Committee work together to ensure standards and professionalism for entry-level truck driver training through the certification of driver training courses. The Board of Directors has ultimate authority over the PTDI standards and the application of the standards in decisions to certify or re-certify a driver-training course. The Executive Committee, a group within the Board of Directors, works to address housekeeping issues on a day-to-day basis and to direct business to the appropriate committees. The Certification Committee has the primary responsibility for determining whether a course should be certified/re-certified. The Committee, which consists of seven members of the Board, also has the authority to recommend to the Board a course that may not meet the strict letter of PTDI’s standards, but meets or exceeds its objectives and should therefore be certified/re-certified. The Certification Committee has a strong understanding of PTDI’s standards and expect to certify/re-certify sixteen courses by the end of the year.

PTDI is a national, nonprofit organization established for the two-fold purpose of (1) developing uniform consensus skill, curriculum and course certification standards for entry-level truck driver training and (2) certifying entry-level truck driver training courses at public, private, and carrier schools for compliance with PTDI standards. PTDI is based in Alexandria, Virginia. PTDI is managed by the Truckload Carriers Association.
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
